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Abstract

This research was aimed at examining and identifying current
state, problems and needs for assistance as regards supervision
matters within Science Departments of Lower Secondary Schools under
the Private Education Commission. Examined areas included internal
supervision techniques,- curriculum development, staff development.,
instructional media management, instructional management, measurement
and evaluation and extra-curricular activities. Research subjects
comprised all 18 school administrators, 18 Science Department Heads,
8 specialists and 60 Science Leachers while 90 students were selected
via simple random sampling technique from classrooms where there were
supervision activities. Research instruments were rating-scale
questionnaire and interview questions. Statistics wused included
percentage, arithmetic mean and standard deviation. Research findings

were as follows:



1. As regards current state of sépervision activities within
Science Departments in every area investigated it was found that there
existed a high degree of supervision work. However, specialists were
of the opinion that as regards instructional management, measurement
and evaluation and extra-curricular activities there was a rather
small amount of actual supervision work.

2. As far as problems were concerned, it was found that in
every area of investigation there existed a low degree of problems.
Nevertheless, specialists felt that there were a high degree of
problems in the area of extra-curricular activities. These problems
were felt related Lo supervision.

3. Supervision needs in all areas invesligated were rated in a
high-level category. However, as regards curriculum development.,
instructional media management, instructional management, measurement
and evaluation and extra-curricular activities specialists were of the

opinion that supervision needs were minimal.
