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Abstract

The purpose of this study were to investigate Prathom Suksa 6
Students’ utilization of the schocl library, and to find out students’
needs and attitude toward the school library in Chiang Dao District,
Chiang Mai Province. The sample selected for this study included 265
Prathom Suksa 6 students and 45 library teachers in 45 primary
schools. Two sets of questionnaires were conducted on both students
and teachers. The data collected were then analyzed statistically by
comput ing percentages, means, and standard deviation of items selected.

The findings were as follows:

Most students used libraries 2-3 times per week especially
during the lunch time break. Reading materials often read were books
concerning general knowledge, health cares, story and tales, as well

as newspapers. In the previocus year (grade five), most students




reported that they had completed reading 10 and more books, and cguld
moderately comprehend the materials. They had told their close
friends about the interesting things read. Activities offerred by the
library which most students participated was handwriting contests.

Problems students encountered were: too many old books,
disturbing noiges from outside, less space and toe much humid,
students’ inappropriate behaviors. too few books were allowed to
borrow, messy book arrangemént, and not enough seats for students.

Students’ needs related to the library were: increasing aill
kinds of bocks; comic books., picture-bocks; mcre desks and chairs, new
boocks displayed, audio-visual materials, and seperate building for the
library.

Students' attitudes toward the library was found favorable; it
was the place for emctional relaxations helped student find reading
enjo&able; and helped students overcome some difficulties in learning.

Library teachers stated that most school libraries contained
only one classrcom-size space; opeded daily through out the school
day, and there were about 400-600 books available by average, most
books were comics and pictured books; and books were arranged
according to library teachers' choices. Libraries were most used by
students at lunch break time. Most teachers were asked to participate
in selecting bcoks for the library. They found the school library
moderately appropriate for children. However, the teachers identified
problens related to the 1library as not enough books, lacks of

cooperation among staff members, no library using promotion for




students, lacks of audio-visual materials, not enocugh library
furnitures, less space areas, low budgets, and too much work load for
the library teachers.

The teachers needed more concrete cooperation, neccessary
audio-visual materials, all kinds of books; and facilities for library
physical atmosphere. such as pictures, electric fans, and polyester

mats for flcor covering,.
