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Abstract

This tesearch was designed to examine issues related to
teachers’ knowledge in sex education and opinions about sex education
instruction at the primary school level.

Research population comprised 259 teachers of primary schools
under Soem Ngam Distriect Office of Primary Fducation, Lampang
Province. Guestionnaires were distributed to them and subsequent
collected data analyzed using percentage. Findings were as follows :

1. Teachers’ Knowledge in Sex Education

A. Teachers were found to have satisfactory degree of knowledge
in various aspects as follous :

1) Biological Aspect. This covers pregnancy period,
menstruation, fetuses’ intake of food nutrients and changes in young

boys.




2) Hygiene Aspect. Teachers’ Imowledge in this aspect
includes proper practices while contracting venereal diseases ; blood
check before marriage ; cleansing of sex organs ; fetuses’ contracting
AIDS and drug choices.

3) Psychological Aspect. This aspect covers associating
between opposite sexes ; meaning of sex ; sexual desire as normal and
sexual desire and behavior deviations.

4) Sociological Aspect.. Knowledge in this aspect includes
parent.al role in educating their offspring-about sex education ;
parents’ proper exemplary behaviors as regards sex education ;
readiness for marriage ; marriage partner choosing criteria and
parvental child-rearing role and functions.

B. Teachers were found to have unsatisfactory desree of
knowledge in various aspects as follows :

1) Biological Aspect. This includes genetic traits
transmission ; twinning ; genetic diseases ; inception ; male
reproduct.ion cells production ; intellectual aifferences and sexes.

2} Hygiene Aspect. This aspect covers menstruasl blood ;
seilf-care during menstruation ; venereal diseases contagion and wet
dreaming. |

3) Psychological Aspect. This aspect includes sexual feeling
since birth ; genetic traits transmission ; sterilization 5 proper
practices and hehaviors when confront.ing sex-related problems.

4) Sociological Aspect. This includes marriage partner
selection ; premarital sex and educating children as regards sex

educat.ion.



2. Teachers’ opinions about sex education instruction in primary
schools
A. Proper Opinions :

Teachers’ correct opinions about sex education instruction
were found in 6 items related to meaning and importance of sex
education ; 6 items instructors themselves ; 5 items sex education
curriculum H every item 1instructional activities ; 5] items
instructional methods every item sex education instructional
materials 5 6 items measurement and evaluation and 4 items current
state of sex education instruction.

B. Incorrect Opinions :

1. As regards meaning and importance of sex education area,‘
i.e., teaching it brought about more undesirable sexual behaviors.

Z. As regards instructors, i.e., doctors, nurses were better
instructors than teachers.

3. As regards curricolum, i.e., seperat.ing sex education
curriculum from the rest.

4. As regards instruction, i.e., using as classroom exanples
students” own sex-related problems.

5. As regards measurement. and evaluation, i.e., emphasizing
cognitive knowledge rather than practice.

8. As regards current state of sex education instruction,
i.e., tendency towards using technical jargons during instruction

C. Open-Ended Opinions :
Teachers needed more training about sex education teaching

approaches and techniques.
