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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to construct a volunteer student
interviewer training model for interviewing studentéj_gg_ggzngﬁfd lines
for the interviewer +training and to compare +the results oFe\;;;\\\\\\\
interviews on students obtained by three groups of interviewers. The L
samples were M.S5. 5 students studying at Jdakumkanathon and Saunboonyo
pathum Lumphon School in 1992. By means of the simple random sampling
method, 24 students volunteered to be interviewers and 240 subjects
to be interviewed were involved. The findings were as followst

1.The volunteer student interviewer training model for interview-
ing students was composed of 1i steps. The interview according +to this
model lasted 3 days and approximately 45 minutes were used each day.

2,The guideline for the interviewer trianing model was set.

2.Based on the structured interview, the dats gathered by the
interviewers trained through the "interview skill development " training

were more complete and explicit than that obtained by the untrained




interviewers and than that collected by the generally trained ones, at
+he level of .0it. The former comparison was statistically significant
where as +the latter one. wis mnonsignificant. However, when the
unstructured interviewers was involved, the data collected by the first
group of interviewers were significantly more perfect +than the later

two groups at .01 level.
