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Abstract

The purpbse off this study was to investigate +the Enclish
reading achievement of Mathavom Suksa 5 students learning taught by
using semantic mapping activities compared with those taught through
a teacher’s manual.

The subjects of this study were 60 purposively-sampled Mathayom
Suksa 5 students taking English Reading 4 (English 034) in the second
semester of the academic year 1993 at Pakthongchai Prachaniramit
School, Nakornratchasima Province. They were divided into two
groups—the experimental group and the controlled group. Each group
consisted of 30 students. The proficiency of English Reading 3 mean
scores of both groups was at the same level as analyzed by t-test. The
experimental group taught by using semantic mapping activities while

the controlled group taught tGthrough a teacher’s manua! for 6 weeks




—2 periods per week. 4an English reading achievement. test was
administered to both groups at the end of each week after the two
techniques had been treated. The obtained data were analyzed by

t-test.
The finding of this study was that the English reading

achievement. of Mathayom Suksa 5 students taught. by using semantic
mapping activities was higher than those taught through a teacher’s

manual at the .01 level of significance.
