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Abstract

This research aimed to study about Character Development subjects
teachers' instructional preparation, activities organization, media
usage, evaluation and opinions concerning instructional organization
in the curriculum modeling schools, Lamphun Provincial Primary Education
Office. Their Prathom Suksa 6 students' achievements in the subjects
were also analyzed,

Research population were 33 Prathom Suksa 6 Character Development
subjects teachers and 133 students from the five curriculum modeling
schools of the province. Instruments used for collecting data included
a survey form, an observation form, an interview form, two sets of

questionnaires and three achievement tests. Frequency, percentage, means,

modes , and standard deviations were used for data analysis. Some data were



analyzed through categorization and described accordingly. The findings
were as followse

1le Teaching readinesse. Teachers had appropriate age, maturity,
background knowledge and experience for teaching-Charactér Development
subjectse They prepared themselves well in terms of studying curriculum
materials, attending workshops, exchanging ideas with their colleagues,
making lesson plans and media, evaluating students. However, teachers'
preparation in measurement and evaluation was less than other aspects.

2. Teaching procedures. At first, most teachers tried to teach
students process skills but later they became uncertain about ways  to
write out 1lesson plans and to teach those skills. Some teachers,
therefore, turned to use the former curriculum teachers! handbooks
instead. Nonetheless, most teachers began to change from lecturing to
more student-centered activities. Teachers did not emphasize some
other important steps such as planning, analyzing, evaluating and
improving the jobs, adequatelye. Besides, teachers organized for
psycho-motor skills more than cognitive and affective skills due to
their misunderstanding of the main emphasis of Character Development
subjects.

3. Students' achievement. Students mastered all requirements
in every objective of the subjects. All objectives were met at the
high level except those that required students to explain about
principles and procedures, that had to do with oplanning skills,

analyzing skills and problem-solving skills. These skills needed to

be 1improved since they barely passed the minimum passing levelse.
Psycho-motor skills and affective learnings were mostly achieved,
respectively

4 Instructional Organization Problems. Most teachers were
asslgned to teach the subjects that were not their specializations.
They had to teach many subjects succeedingly during the days. These
conditions together with their uncertainty about process skills
instruction and inadequate knowledge about measurement and evaluation
brought about many teachers' outdated lesson planse.

Se Instructional Development. All teachers were willing to
participate in instructional development according to the emphases of the
new curriculume They wanted the Provincial Primary Education Office
to organize workshops in process skills instruction firstly, and secondly

how to write lesson plans for it.
