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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to design Thai Language
lesson plans applying the principles of Student Teams-Achievement
Divisions learning method by which two techniques of team scoring were
used and to compare the achievement and learning motivation of the
students learning through these two scoring techniques. The subjects
were 119 Mathayom Suksa 2 students of three classes, randomly sampled.
In each class, students were assigned into 10 heterogeneous groups or
teams. These groups were then divided into two group types in order
that students in each group type could take turns using different
group scoring technique in each lesson plan. The researcher taught all
- classes for 17 periods each (50 minutes/period)}. All eight lesson
plans which covered four content units got approval from Thai Language
instruction experts. At the end of each lesson plan, students took
the achievement test constructed by the researcher. Achievement

scores of the two group types resulting from different activity scoring



techniques were compared by t-test. After all eight lesson plans were
taught, students took a motivation test. Motivation mean scores of the
two group types were also compared by t-test.

The findings indicated that the achievement of students in
both group types, taught through Student Teams—Achievement Division
with different team scores calculating techniques, were  not
significantly different. Even though they took turns to use the two
different techniques for eight times, the results remained constantly
nonsignificant. Students’ learning motivation was found to be very high.
When analyzed in terms of the two different scoring techniques,

students’ motivation were not significantly different.
