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Abstract

The vpurposes of this research were to_anlyze.the process of
curriculum development., problems and the committees’opinions about
the. process of curriculum development of "Our Community" course. and
to investigate the problems and teachers’ opinions about. the -
implementation of "Our Community" course, and also to study the
students’ opinions about the benefit. from this course.

The population and the subjects used in this research were 22
curriculum development members, 16 social study teachers, and 340
students. The data were collected by using multiple choice,
rating-scale and open-ended questionnaires;then stat.istically analyzed
by percentages, means, standard diviation and descriptive analysis.

' The results were as following :



The process of curriculum development. "Our Community" (Payao Lake)
course. It was found that most of curriculum development committees were
chosen by Mathayom Suksa schools cluster.  The committees started to study
the basic information of the community from documents and reports related,
then analyzed it. They took the asreement. to set the goals of the
curricuium development. and learning obJjectives. The community’s needs
and problems were considered as the main factors. Then the contents
vere selected by considering the learning objectives and students’s use
of knowledge and skills. The contents were emphasized on activities and
problems of the community. In ingtructional activities, they focused
on students’ actual practice while instructional documents, charts
and diagrams were used as teaching aids. The suidelines for measurement
and evaluation, they based on the regulation of the Ministry of
Education. The committees of school cluster set up the criterion for
measurement and evaluation. The information in documents were
circulated to teachers for understanding the curriculum. The problems
of curriculum development. process were ' lack of competent staff,
cooperation, coordination, meeting and planning, systematic data
arrangement., budgets, standard instruments and lack of following up
study.

The implementation of “Our Community" (Payac Lake) course, most
of the teachers first analyzed the objectives and the contents, then
set up the instructional program in the form of lessons and topic
plans by themselves, they also adapted the contents to be consistent

with the community’s conditions and needs. Thev used discussion and

quest,ion methods along with the charts and diagrams as instructional
media. They also used the papers test as intruments for measurement
and eveluation. Teachers® opinions about the implementat.ion of this
course were : the objectives were consistent with the goals of
curriculum, course description and the community’s needs. The
contents were also consistent with the learning objectives and
the instructional activities could encourage the students to work in
groups and realize the wvalues. The instructicnal media were also
appropriate with the activities, the learners and the community. The
problems of its implementation were lack of documents, real situations
and key persons and also the difficulty of affective and psychomotor
evaluat.ion.

The benefit gained from studying the "Our Community" (Payao
Lake) Course, were that they pgot more knmowledge and interest in the
conservation of natural resouces and the community’s’culture. They were

able to apply knowledge for conservat.ion of their natural resouces.
