Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to study the school
administrator’s and teachers’ oprocess of the revised curriculum
implementation (2) to study their problems, ohstacles and (3) to
suggest. some appropriate approach for the implementations B.E. 2533
revised primary school curriculum in primary schools under the Office
of Nakhon Sawan Province. The samples were 322 school administrators
and 356 teachers. The questionnaires were used to collect the data
which were analysed by frequency and percentage. Then those data were
presented in term of tables and description. The findings were as
follows :

1. The curriculum implementation

Most of the school administrators collected the basic data
for the planning. Some of those data were incomplete. Plannings were

incorporated by personnel from different sectors, but they were those



who lacked understanding and knowledge in writing plans and projects.
The teachers’ capabilities were considered for assigned task but
skilled teachers for special abilities required subjects were lacking.
There was no special room for curriculum service. Curriculum documents
were insufficient, damaged and unable to solve teachers’ problems in
teaching. The administrators assigned teachers to make weekly lesson
plans and checked those lesson plans before they were implemented.
There were more than three times a semester for supervision which its
activities were observation, discussion and suggestion. Teaching
improvement. was done after the supervision. The problems of
supervision were teachers’ lack of perception of the supervision
important and the administrators’ lack of time to supervise.

The teachers used different kinds of documents to make the
lesson plans which consisted of sub-topics, period of time, objectives,
contents, activities, teaching-aids and evaluation. The skill process
was included in the step of activities. The teachers’ problem in
making lesson plans were teachers’ too much time used and lacked

knowledge and skill about skill process. Student.s-centered method was

considered by most of the teachers. In classes, they often
demonstrated and then let the students do the activities. Teaching
and learning problems were students different in background. The

teachers usually used teaching-aids which were insufficient and the
teachers themselves, lacked knowledge and skills to make teaching-aids
and evaluation tools. The teachers evaluated their students by

testing, checking their work and observing their behaviors. From the



evaluation, they improved their instruction and provided remedial

classes.

2. The suggestion for the implementations of B.E. 2533 revised

primary school curriculum in primary schocls under the Office of

Nakhon Sawan Province consisted of following steps

2.1 Situation analysis, the administrators and teachers must
study and analyse situation, problems, needs and school resources.

2.2 Planning, the administrators formulated plans/projects
and the teachers made lesson plans according to the situation analysis.

2.3 Implementation, the administrators carried on with the

plans/projects and the teachers did so with the lesson plans.

2.4 Evaluation, both, the administrators and teachers

collected data to improve their work.
