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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the effects of using two types
of illustration in English reading comprehension for Prathom Suksa 6 students.
Subjects were 80 students from Khao Kob(Wiwornsukwittaya) School,

Amphur Meaung, Nakornsawan Province. The samples were devided by the
achievement of English subject, high and low achievement. They were randomly
simple sampling from high for 2 groups and low for 2 groups. Each group of
them would read the passages with the whole and partial pictures. After that ,
samples had a test that were designed by depended on the objectives. The scores

were analyzed by mean of two-way analysis of variance (Two-way ANOVA).



The results shows that :

1. There was a significant difference in scores of students with different
levels of achievement at the .05 level.

2. There was no significant difference in scores of students with two
types of illustration at the .05 level.

3. There was no interaction of the scores between levels of achievement

of students and types of illustration.
