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Abstract.

This study investigated parents’ opinions, of Mathayom Suksa
three and six students, concerning administrations of academic and
student. disciplinary affairs at Wattanothai Payap School. The
sample under study comprised 224 and 150 parents of Mathayom Suksa
three and six students, respectively. Rating =scale and open-ended
questionnaires constructed by the researcher were used to collect the
data. Whereupon, the collected data were analyzed through the
applications of mean and standard deviation.

The findings indicated that parents revealed their opinions at
the high level in all aspects concerning academic administration, i.e.,
class planning, schedule, substitute teachers, remedial teaching, support
learning activities, student activities according to the curriculum,

teachers’ academic development., evaluation and its document.



Regarding student disciplinary affairs, parents expressed their
opinions at the high level in promoting the following activities :
good behavior and discipline, moral development., social responsibility
development, best used of free time, giving praise to students with
good behaviors, democracy in school and analysis of unsuitable behaviors

and ways to correct those behaviors.
