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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study opinion of the
teachers and students in Chiang Mai Higher Education Institutes on
sexual relationship. The students’ behavior regarding to sexual
relationship were also being a part of the study. The sample size
consisted 857 teachers and 661 students, collected through Stratified
Random Sampling Technique.

Through the compilation and analysis of the data processed by
SPSS/PC+, the findings were as follows :

1. Regarding to the aspects of association between the opposite
sexes and the self-expression to the opposite sexes, the teachers in
Chiang Mai Higher Education Institutes agreed with the fact that

association with the opposite sex more than one person at a time




is not wrong, that the association between male and female has to rely
on their reputation, that girls should be virgin until the wedding
day, and that boys and girls who were close friends should not hug or
kiss or having sexual intercourse, etc. And they disagreed with the
fact that love was not an important factor to get married, boys: and
girls should having experience in love affairs before marriage, etc.

2. The students agreed with some items of a sexual relationship
regarding to association between sexes, such as association with the
opposite sex more than one person at a time is not wrong, sexual
intercourse between boys and girls who do not intend to get married
is not right, the agreement between boys and girls before having
intercourse and admitting having sexual intercourse after +their
engagement.. The students disagreed with the fact that association with
the opposite sex was wrong and having sexual intercaurse between boys
and girls before getting married inorder to study each other s¢ that
they could adjust themselves.

3. The opinion of the teachers and students on some items of
both aspects were different at the level of significant .01 and .05.
Still, they had the same ideas on others. -

4. The opinion of both boys and girls students on some items of
the association aspect were different. at the level of significant .01.
Still, they had the same ideas on others. As for the self-expression
aspect, both boys and girls students had different ideas on all items

at the level of signifioant .01.



5. The opinion of the students living with their families and
those living by themselves concerning some items of the +two aspects
was different at the level of significant .01 and .05. Still, most
students of the two groups had the same ideas.

6. Most of the students having experiences in some ways of
sexual relationship counting from knowing each other up to body
contact. A small number of the students having experiences in sexual

intercaurse.
