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Abstract

© The purpose of this research was to study the teaching behaviors
for promoting creative thinking of first year kindergartners at Phrae
Kindergarten school. The data was collected by observing and récording
the behaviors of the populat.ion studied who were 6 teachers and 186
students. The data of each classroom was collected 5 times during the
instructions between January and March 1991, and was analyzed by using
percentage and grouping. The findings were as follows :

1. Classroom arrangement
1.1 Classroom seating : Teachers had the students sit on the

clean, wide and safe floor. The teachers sat on the small chair
rather than on the floor. The seating could be adjustable for at least

4 styles ; circle, half circle, rows of color groups, and free style.




1.2 Students’ work demonstration : Teachers displayed the

students’ work as soon as they finished. Thekrotation‘of the
gstudents’ work was usually conducted in order to dispiﬁy each student.’s
work which resulted in the students’ self-achievement and self-esteem.
1.3 Learning centers organization : Home center, health

center, grocery center, dramatic play center, book center and block
play center were organized daily. The book center would always be far
from the block play center to avoid the noise. Each center consisted
of genuine and artificial materials which were adjusted and prepared
in enough numbers for students to play. The learning center encouraged
the students to be creative, active, curious imaginative, challenged
and eager to try new experiment.

2. Teaching techniques : The eleven teaching techniques used to
promote creative thinking, ranking from the most to the least frequency
respectively, were provocative questions, creative listening skills,
analogies, creative speaking skills, organized random search, skills
of search, evaluate situations, adjustment for development, tolerance
for ambiguity and visualization skills.

3. Learning experiences presentation : The six types of
activities used to promote creative thinking, ranking from the most to
the least freguency respectively, were Thai language activities,
imaginative activities, creative art activities, creative musical and

movement activities, creative invention activities and puzzles.



4. Teahers and students interactions during the instructions :

4.1 Two characteristics of interactions between teachers
and students used to promote creative thinking were : .

Firstly, interactions which opportunities were provided
for creative thinking. Teachers obviously encouraged students’
curiosity and-independency in doing given activities. Besides, they
provided chances for students to share ideas and solve problems in
doing activities, and emphasized on situations or made a situation that
promoted students’ creative thinking.

Secondly, interactions used to modify and reinforce
students’ creativity. Teachers obviously tried to make the students
realize that their thinkings were worthwhile and useful. Good attitude
toward the students’ creative thinking were expressed by teachers as
well.

4.2 Interactions that obstructed students’ creative thinking
were seldom used by teachers. Such interactions were used in order to
keep students follow the classroom’s rules for good pacing of

activities on daily schedule.
