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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to study and to compare the
knowledge, attitude and practices concerning health and to find a
relationship between health knowledge and health attitude, health
knowledge and health practices, health attitude and health practices
of Prathom Suksa 6 students on the variable of male and female
students, inside and outside sanitary district area schools. Two
mmdred and sixty students, 130 boys and 130 girls of Prathom Suksa 6
under the Office of Mae Tha district primary education, Lampang
province were randomly sampled. Students were asked to respond to the
test and the questionaires and then énalyzed in terms of percentages,
means, standard deviations, and t-test was applied to determine the

significant differences and correlation coefficient.




The results revealed as follows :

1. The knowledge, attitude and practices concerning health
were in good level.

2. The health knowledgse were found to be no statistically
significant differences at the .05 level between 1) male and female
students, and 2) students inside and outside the sanitary district
area schools.

3. - The health attitude were found to be statistieally
significant differences at the .05 level between 1) male and female
students, and 2) students inside and outside the sanitary district
area schools.

4, The health practices were found to be statistically
gsignificant differences at the .05 level between 1) male and female
students, and 2) students inside and outside the sanitary district
area schools.

5. The relationship between health lknowledge and health
attitude were associated. The correlation was statistically
significant at the .01 level.

6. The relationship between health knowledge and health
practices were assocciated. The correlation was statistically
significant at the .01 level.

7. The relationship between health attitude and health
practices were associated. The correlation was statistically

gignificant at the .01 level.
