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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the effects
of health education process on changing’ behavior AIDS prevention;
The processes concluded self-learning, demonstration and
practice of using condom, problem-based learning and self- control
with health counseling.

The subjects of the study were 100 Mathayom Suksa 5 students.
They were divided into two groups:the experimental group and

the controlled group. Each group concisted of 50 students.

The research findings were as follows:

1.Gained knowledge in AIDS of the experimental group after
treatment was significantly higher than that before treatment.

2.Gained knowledge in AIDS of the experimental group was
significantly higher than that of the controlled group.

3.The experimental group had significantly more positive gained
attitudes towards AIDS , condoms and a female sex-service after

treatment than those before treatment.



4.The experimental group had significantly more positive gained
attitudes towards AIDS , condoms and a female sex-service than those
of the controlled group.

5.After treatment , the experimental group made more practice
of preventing AIDS than that before the treatment.

6.The experimental group had more practice of preventing AIDS
than that of the controlled group.

The school should pay attention to the ways of preventing the
AIDS for the students since they might take the risk of the AIDS
infections. These should be done through the continual health
education prdcésses in order to perform their permanent habits of

preventing the AIDS.
