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Abstract

The . purpose of this research was to study the English reading
comprehension, gained schema, and attitudes towards English reading of
Mathavom Suksa 5 students taught‘through ERICA Model instruction. The
subjects chosen by selecting two groups of no differences as compared
by t-test on the arithmetic mean in English Reading 2 (E.032) were 67
Mathayom Suksa 5 students taking English Reading 3 (E.033) at
Sakolrajwittayanukul School, Sakon Nakhon Province during the academic

vear of 1994. The students were randomized to be the experimental




group of 32 and the controlled group of 35. The researcher taﬁght the
experimental group by using ERICA Model instruction and the controlled
group using the teacher’s manual approach for eight weeks. The scores
from students’ reading comprehension tests, schema tests and attitude
tests wore statistically analyzed by means of arithmetic mean {i),

standard deviation (S.D), and t-test.

The research findings were as follows :

1. The English reading comprehension scores of the students
taught by ERICA Mcdel instruction were significantly higher than those
of the students taught by the teacher’s mamial approéch at the level
of .05. |

2. The gained schema scores of the students taught by ERICA
Model instruction were significantly different from those of the
students taught by the teacher’s manual approach at the level of .01.

3. The attitudes towards English reading scores of the
students taught by ERICA Model instruction were significantl& different
from those of the students taught by the teacher’s manual approach at

the level of .08.
