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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the English reading
and writing abilities of Mathayom Suksa 5 students taught through the
Concentrated Language Encounters Approach. The suhjects chosen were
87 Mathayom Suksa 5 students taking English Reading 3 (English 033)
at Phuwieng Withayakhom School, Khon Kaen province during the academic
year of 1994. The students were divided inte twe groups : an
experimental group, and a control group. There were 45 members in the
experimental group and 42 members in the control group. The researcher
taught the experimental group through the Concentrated Language
Encounters Approach, and the control group through the normal teaching
approach for 10 weeks. The scores from students’ reading and writing

abilities tests were statistically analyzed with the results as follow:



1. The reading ability scores of the students taught by the -
concentrated Language Encounters Approach were significantly higher
than those of the students taught by the normal teaching approach at
the level of .01

2. The writing ability scores of the students taught by the
Concentrated Language Encounters Approach were not Significantlj higher
than those of the students taught by the normal teaching approach.

2. The relationship of reading and.&fiting ability scores of
the students taught by the Concentrated Language Encounters Approach
were not significantly higher than the relationship of reading and
writing ability scores of the students taught by the normal teaching

approach .
