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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to compare Prathom Suksa 5
students’ achievement and retention in English studying through the
Concentrated Language Encounters method.

The sample used in this study was 50 Prathom Suksa § students
of Maetun Community School, Lee District Primary Education Office,
Lamphun Province, in the second semester of 1993 academic year. This
sample was simply randomized and divided into the experimental and
control groups with twenty-five students in each.

The instrument used in this study were 2 supplementary books
used in teaching by the Concentrated Language Encounters, lesson plans
for 2 groups, achievement. test and retention test. Each group was taught
for 72 twenty-minute periods of teaching or about 2 months (during 10
Janusry to 8 March 1984), | Three weeks after the posttest, the retention

test was applied to both groups of students.



The finding of study revealed that :

i. The English achievement of the students taught by the
Concentrated Language Encounters method was higher than those by
English Is Fun teacher’s Manual at the .001 level of significance
and the Effect Size (ES) was 1.93 sigma.

2. The English retention of the students taught by the
Concentrated Language Encounters method was higher than those by
English Is Fun teacher’s manual at the .01 level of significance and

the Effect Size was 1.32 sigma.
