Abstract

The objective of this research was to analyze perspectives,
believes, comunities development methods and the conditions which
dominated the work of the Sunggha Pattana in Lanna Community Group.
The research was conducted in Sameong District, Chiangmai Province due
to members of this monk group lived in this district and also this
monk group had many development programmes in this area.

The researcher employed the qualitative research approach in
data collection. There were five collecting data tools, namely
participant and non-participant observations, informal interview,
focus group and documentary analysis. Data sources were monks who
were members of the Sunggha Pattana in Lanna Community Group. The
researcher spent 2 years and 3 months on field work and data analysis.

Findings were as follows:



The monks participated in community development voluntarily and
were actively involved. There were diversed perspectives of their
program activities depending on their background and experiences.

The main strategy employed by most of the monk was grassroots self
reliance and involvement. Most of the programmes focused on
agricultural improvement and building up of local groups and
institutions build up. Though guite a number of activities also
involved education as well as environment. These monks were found to
be very highly motivated. Part of the reason was because of their
poor rural social background. But their strong Buddhist believes also

played a major factor.
