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2.1 The organized classrooms. For the most part the surroundings
of the classrooms looked neat and clean and the seats were arranged in
flexible ways relevant to different instructional activities. Materials and
equipments were kept in appropriate places.

Teachers spent much time in working with students and
classrooms. Students participated in keeping the rooms and the order of the
classes. They were proud of their classes, confident in doing activities
with self-discipline.

2.2 The less-organized classrooms. Students were free to select
their seats which were cleary and permanently arranged. Teaching materials
were not kept in their places and the rooms looked untidy.

Teachers spent, less time with the classroom arrangement, and
were unaware with the orderly surroundings. Students were likely lack of
self-confident in doing activities.

3. The organization of classroom atmosphere.

Three types of atmosphere were found in classroom organization :

3.1 Friendly atmosphere. Teachers planned the lessons together
with students ahead of time, worked cooperatively with students and
supported their learning individually.

3.2 Permissive atmosphere. Teachers solved problems facing at
hand and kept time short with students. Students felt unconfident at work.

3.3 Controlled atmosphere. Teachers strictly employed
authoritative power to influence students’ behaviors. They kept time short
with students and did not planned ahead of time. Lack of discipline and
split into groups were found among students.

4. Factors related to classroom surroundings management.

Three main factors found were as follows:

4.1 Clagssroom conditions. Classrooms with fully-supplied with
teaching materials and equipments and healthy would enhance learning.

4,2 Teachers. Teachers’ characteristics, good determination, and
classroom management styles affected classroom organizations.

4.3 Students. Appropriate number of students per classroonm,
students’ culture aspects, beliefs, and practices affected classroom
atmosphere,.
