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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study conditions,
problems and needs in organizing pre-primary education experiences of
the schools where hill-tribe pupils in Mae Sariang District attended.
It was also to propose the appropriate pre-primary education
guidelines for those schools. The data were collected interviewing
school administrators and teachers, observing teachers conduting
their c¢lass activities. The population of this study included 43
primary schools where administrators, teachers, as well ag their
pupils were at work. The data were analysed by grouping relevant

topics, relating important factors, and applying descriptive analysis.



The results of this study were as follows:

More than half of the schools where hill-tribe pupils attended
lacked preparations almost in all aspects; especially in school
buildings, classrooms and operating budget. Materials for pupils were
inadequate and uninteresting: They were in broken conditions and
needed repairment. Few playground instruments were found and
unsuitable; some were broken and left unrepaired.

Most pre-primary education experiences wererrganized according
to daily schedules prepared by the Academic Division under the Office
of National Primary Educations.

The problems encountered by most schools 1included: Thai
language speaking readiness of the pupils which caused delayed in
activity progress. BSome experential corners were insufficient due to
unsuitable classroom conditions. The problems most often found by
teachers were educational games, circular activities, and creative
activities resgpectively.

Additionally, schools’ shortage of personnel increased the
teachers burden to teach more than one classrooms. This affected the
continuity of experential activity and caused the teaching of subject
contents rather than readiness preparations. Furthermore, some school
administrators, teaching gtaffs and some parents were unaware of the
importance and understanding of the objectives of +the pre-primary

education.
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Teachers’ needs in experience organizations included: adding
more teachers with preschool certificates to fit all classes,
promoting understanding, and awareness of the pre-primary education.

The appropriate guidliness for pre-primary education
experential activity were as follows: The pre-primary education
teachers needed preparations in activity planning covering a week
period or the whole unit. Thai language enhancing activity should be
included in all activities and everyday. Teachers should pay close

attention and control to all activities organized.
