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Abstract

Preschoolers from hilltribes’ families encountered problems in
.1earning through the use of experential preparation plans prepared for
every preschoolers from Thai speaking families due to language skill
unprepared, This research was aimed to use an instructional package
for preparing language skill readiness of preschoolers who speak Thai
as a second language. It was also aimed to find out the Effect Size
of the package implementation, and to study students’ behaviors in
learning through the package.

The package was developed from the instructional system by Dick
and Carey which included the following steps : 1) setting general

instructional objectives 2} setting entry and Ilearning behaviors



3) writing behavioral objectives 4) organizing instructional activities
5) choosing teaching materials 6} improving teaching 7} conducting
summative evaluation,

The samples of this study included five groups of preschoolers
who speak Thai as a second language. They were randomly selected from
schools under Chiang Dao District Office of Primary Education during
the academic year of 1994. The gathering of data for improvement of
the ingtructional package were subdivided into thfée gteps : Step 1
One to One Experiment-- involved two students sample, Step 2: Small
Group-- involved 15 students, After adjusting and -improving the
package using the data from the first two steps, Step 3: Field Work
Experiment--the sample of 20 students-- was employed in January 1995.
The other two groups were employed as; 104 for test validity and; 20
students for the control group. The collected data were then
analyzed by computing means, standard deviations and the Effect Size
of the package. Students’ behaviors and the teacher’s opinions about
the package were also discussed.

The result of this study were as follows: Those preschoolers
who speak Thai as a second language and learned through the package—-
preparing language skill readiness—— demonstrated average achievement
gcores higher than those who learned through the normal experential
readinegss plan (ié# = 26.95, i;on = 21.08). The Effect Size of the

package was 1.85 sigma or at the level of 97 percentile.



The behaviors of students who learned through the package, the
students demonstrated enthusiasm and interestest in performing
activities cooperatively and actively in groups and by individual.

The teacher who used the package expressed her view that time
allocation, objectives, contents, teaching and learning activies were
best fit to students’ age. Various activities and instructional
materials were so organized that they stimulated students’ interests
and provided them with language skill practices. While doing
activities, students’ physical, emotional, and social as well as mental

readiness were also developed.
