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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to compare the learning results
of blind students in elementary level learning from drama tapes with and
those without advance organizer. The samples were 45 students from the
Bangkok school for the blind, in the academic year of 1994. The samples
were devided into high, medium, and low learning achievement, and were
randomly assigned to one of three experimental groups : abstraction
organizer, essay-type question organizer, and no organizer. The
instruments of this research were drama tapes with abstraction organizer,
essay-type question organizer, no organizer, and tests. The learning

outcomes were tested and analyzed by one-way analysis of variance.




The results of this research indicated that
There was no statistically significant difference between the
learning results of drama types with abstraction organizer, essay-type

question organizer, no organizer at the .05
