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Abstract

The objectives of this thesis were to study the Prathon
Suksa 1-2 teachers’ concepts of Buddhism, their attitudes toward it
and their opinions on the teaching of Buddhism as carried out by the
Office of Mae Ai District Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province.

In this study, 155 administrators and Prathom Suksa 1-2
teachers under the jurisdiction of the Office of Mae Ai
District Primary Education were selected as the population for
research.

In order to measure the population’s concepts, attitudes and
opiniong on the teaching of Buddbism, necessary data were collected by
means of test and questionaire, analyzed and calculated to find out
percentages, averages, standard deviations and frequencies. All data
and findings are presented by tables and detailed description.

The resulis of this study are as follows :

1. The concepts of Buddhism.

The concepts that are satisfactory are concerned with the

following behaviors : the practice and the application of Buddhist




teachings to solve problems in daily life, the observance of religions
rites and Buddhist social etiquette, the realization of the value and
the significance of Dhamma practice, and lastly the awareness of the
value of and the faith in Buddhism.

The unsatisfactory level has been found in the practice and
the application of Buddhist proverbs in solving problems in daily life.

2. Attitudes toward Buddhism

A. The school administrators attitude towards Buddhism
that can be considered very good is buddhist teachings are not only
beneficial to the practisers but also necessary in creating peace in
society.

The belief in rebirth can be rated éood.

B. The teachers’ attitude that can be rated very good is
the best way of disseminating Buddhism is for Buddhists to pose as
good exemplars.

The teachers’ good attitude is on the problem of some
Buddhist rituals are not suitable to the social and economic
conditions of present-day society.
The teachers’ poor attitude is toward the shortage of
good model in teaching morality.
3. Opinions on the teaching of Buddhism at primary schools

Both administrators and téachefs agree with the objectives
and the contents of Buddhism curriculum, the weekly periods of
teaching, teaching media and learning activities, evaluation of
achievement, creation of proper atmosphere for religions
consciougness, personality of the teachers and the present management

of teaching and learning Buddhism.
