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Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the state of using
Instructional Technology, problems and needs of the Instructional
Technology implementation, and to study the opinions and proposals of
the teachers and school administrators problems regarding to the
Instructional Technology. The simple random was employed in sampling.
There were 264 teachers and 25 adminis;t.rators in Education Opportunity
Expansion Project Schools under the Office of Kamphaeng Phet Provincial
Primary Education. The tools for collecting data were questionnaire and
interview forms. Analysis by determination of percentages, means, and

analytic description were employed. The results were concluded as

following =



1. State of using instructional technology, the results showed
that the materials mostly employed by the teachers were textbooks,
chalkboards. Techniques of teaching that mostly employed were practice
method. Systematic media that highest used were teaching package. Every
administrator found that instructional technology is essential to solve
instructional problems in Education Opportunity Expansion Project Schools.
They promoted the teachers to use the instructional technology within
their schools. The Office of Kamphaeng Phet Provincial Primary Education
encouraged them by training sbout instructional method and sent super-
visory Jjournal to advise them.

2. Problems of using instructional technology, the results showed
that most of the teachers had no software and not enough hardware for using
in the instructional method. They also lacked of knowledge and advisors
to use systematic media. Most of administrators thought that the problems
of using instructional technology were as following; the insufficient and
delay budget. Some of teachers thought that the instructional technology
is complicated still stick with the traditionally instructional method,
no specialists to suggest. them, far from service office, and lack of co-
ordination activities within the offices.

3. Needs of using instructional technology. the results showed that
they need enough budget to produce, prepare, and repair about software
and hardware, need something to afford the instructional method, need
training and advisor about using systematic media. Most of administrators
thought. that instructional technology which the mostly need for assessment
are hardware of specific branches and software such as video tapes, film,

slides, recording tapes, and etc.




4. Most of teachers propose to solve the problems as follow;
preparation enough budget to use software and systematic media, and
train all of teachers to use hardware and instructional method. Most of
administrators suggest that the responsible office should be software,
hardware, and systematic media, prepare some specialists who could give

and recommend them to use the instructional technology.
