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Abstract

The purposes of this research were +to construct suitable
minitexts as the instructional media for enriching reading skills at
the primary school level‘and to study the result of using these
minitexts.

The research sample comprised of 30 Prathom Suksa 2 stu&ents of
Ban Jaeng Ku Ruang school, Phrao District, Chiang Mai Province, during
1994 academic year,

Research instruments used for gathering data included nine
minitexts concerying Thai ending consonant families; a Thai language
achievement test with (.88 feliability level for Prathom Suksa 2
students; and the questionnaires for teahers and students’ opinions.

The collected data were analyzed by computing t-test, and were

presented using tables and descriptive explanation.




The major findings were as follows :

1. Those nine minitexts concerning Thai ending consonant
families constructed by the author were found to include general
learning objectives for students; reading and writing exercises for
all nine families of Thai ending consonants. The contents contained
stories and tales which were relevant to students’ age and interests.
Picture illustrations and activities at the end of each text were also
included.

2. The result for using those Thai minintexts displayed the
average learning achievement scores of students’ pretest and postest
were found different at .01 level of significance.

3. Teachers and students’ opinions about thosé minitexts were
likely favorable. While teachers stated that those nrinitexts could
help develop much of students' learning, students showed preference to
those texts because of beautiful pictures, exciting and interesting

contents.
