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Abstract

The purpose of the studéy was to investigate the practice and
the problems of administrating of the Micro—Entefprise Promot,ion
Project in secondary schools in Chiang Mai. The subjects were
comprised of 36 assistant school adwministrators, 38 chairperéons of
the prodect, and 36 project advisor teachers concerning the project in
the academic year of 1993. The instrument was the rating scale
questiomaires. The statistics used in data anylysis were percentage,
arithmetic mean and standard deviation.

The results ‘revealed that every school has supported the
project and it was carried out in all schools. The committed in
charge was formed and the appropriateness of the committee was in the
middle level. The analysis of the problems before starting the project

was rather minimal. In drafting the project plans, most of the plans



vwere drafted by the advisor teachers. The majority ofi the working
committee members were school teachers. For advertising the project,
stadents were introduced to the project during the first meeting.
Most. of the schools set up the applying committee to accept students
to do the project. In nominating advisor teachers, students in each
group chose their own advisor teachers and_ the school= formally
nominated them later. The advisor teachers oriented how to draft the
project plan +to students. To allow the students to carry out the
project, the committee would initially consider the feasibility of the
project first. In monitoring the project, the committee in charge
generally inquired students in each group directly. To report the
outcome of the project as well as the publicize the project, the
aschools practiced in quite a small scale.

The problems discovered from this study can be summerized as :
the teachers have not adequately uﬁderstood how to undergo the ‘
project, the working committee nominated by the administrators were’
not quite appropriate as it should be, the oulsiders have had 1little
involvement in the project, and there was rather minimum report -and

advertisement. of the outcome of the project.
