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Abstract

The purposes of the research were to Study and to find
relationships between dental health behavior and oral health status of
Prathom Suksa 6 students and to compare dental health behavior and
oral health status of Prathom Suksa 6 students on the variables of
students’ sex, parents’ occupation, education background and income.
Four hundreds and ninety-one students, 236 female and 255 male
students, of Prathom Suksa 6 from 30 elementary schools of Phan
District Primary Education Office, Chiang Rai Province were randomly
as samples. The oral health status record and the dental ‘health
behavior gquestionnaire were developed by the researcher. Data were
statistically analyzed by percentage, arithmetic mean, standard
deviation, t-test, Chi-square tesl, one way analysis of variance and

S-Method.




The important results revealed as follows;

1. The oral health status of majority were normal. The other
students have calculus, plaque, dental caries, and gingivitis.

2. The dental health behavior of students were as follows:

2.1 The studehts’ tnowledge of the dental health was -
moderate. There was a statistically significant difference at .05 level
between female and male students..

7.2 The students’ attitude towards the dental health was
good. There was 1o statistically significant differénce at .05 level
between female and male students.

2.3 The students’ practice towards the dental health was
good. There was a statistically significant difference at .05 level
between female and male students.

3. Knowledge and attitude towards the dental health,
attitude and practice towards the dental health were positively
moderate correlation. But knowledge and practice towards the dental
health was positively low correlation. All of those correlations were
statistically significant at .01 level.

4. The relationships between dental health behavior and_ oral
health status of students were no statistically significant at .05
level. However, there was relationship between practice towards the

dental health and oral health status of gingivitis at the .05 level




5. The comparison of dental health behavior and oral health
status of the students classified by students’ sex, parents’
occupation, education background and income were as follows;

5.1 The female students had higher mean scores than the
male students in dental health behavior and oral health status.

5.2 The students whose parents with high income had better
knowledge and attitude towards the dental health than the students
whose parents with low income. |

5.3 The students whose parents were farmeis had more

plaque and calculus than the students whose parents were labours.
