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Abstract

This study was aimed to investigate the teaching behaviors of
teachers in training scout activities including activity preparation,
teaching process, and evaluation. Secondly, it was aimed to study
students’ behaviors in joining scout activities concerning their
interests, attention, renthusiasm and responsibilities, and group
activity performance. Thirdly, it was also aimed at finding related
factors in organizing scont activities in primary schools under the
Office of Long District Primary Education in Phrae Province. The
population studied comprised 14 primary school teachers conducting
scout activities and 342 students joining the activity whose schools
had legitimate scout troop. The observatorj form and gquestionnaires
were used in gathering data which were then sanalyzed by computing
frequencies, percentgges meens and standard deviations. The major

findings were as ftollows,




3. Teachers' behaviors

In teaching preparations, teachers made plans for scheduled
meetings with students ahead of time, read the curriculum content and
scout activities, consulted their school administrators and other
teachers, prepared for teaching materials, and meeting places, These
preparations were at the satisfactory level,

With regard to.teaching process, teachers followed the
steps prepared for scout activities which students practiced and
participated through group process activities. Teaching materials and
instructional media were properly applied. The performance of
teachers reached the satisfactory level.

Considering measurement and evaluation, teachers observed
and recorded students’ behaviers. Students were questioned orally and
their performances were examined. They were asked to summarixe,
correct, improve and demostrate what had been practiced, throughout
the activities. The teachers’' performance was found at the
aatisfactory level.

2. Students’ behaviors

Qoncerning attention and interest, students  showed
interest in the activity by preparing materials together, enjoying’the
activities, keeping to teachers’ suggestions and being well-behaved.
They were properly dressed as scouts. The level of their performance

wae quite satisfactory.




Regarding enthusiasm and responsibility, students actively
entered the activity altogether. They performed the pasks assigned
immediately, vigorusly with patients until finished them on time. They
showed courage in their expressions, and conformed to the scout rules
and code of conducts. Their performance level was satisfactory.

On the group activity, students planned activities
beforehand and shared responsibility among the group members. They
respected and accepted each other’s opinions in performing the given
tasks. They knew each other roles and helped work out to finish the
activity. The performance level was satisfactory.

3. Factors related to success of the scout activity in schools

Schools administrators and teachers realizeed the scout
activity organization and worked together cooperatively.

Teachers were trained to gain enough skills and experiences
in oranzing scout activity. Meanwhile the actvitiy was supported by
related agencies. Teacher’s manuals, teaching plans, and instructional
materials and media were found available.

The community and parents realized the importance of the
activity and provided support. Students were ready and interested in
joining the scout activity. The appropriate school playground with

adequate space was available.
