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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to investigate the general
conditions and problems of the organization of learning and teaching
processes alt. Lthe primary level of 16 private schoeols in Muang District,
Chiang Mai Province during the 1994 academic year. The subjects of
this study were the teachers, those in charge of the academic affairs
and the school administrators. The data were collected by question-
naires and the interview forms. The data were analyzed by calculating
mean and percentage. The results of the study uwere as follows :

1. The general conditions of the learning and teaching processes.

1.1 The preparation of teaching process organization started
with mixing students of various achievement in the same classroom.
The teachers were informed of the school policies and philosophies

and to use them as guidelines in their teachings. Besides, the




teachers were reqguired to undergo some training about. primary education
curriculum 1978 (1990 Revision). Teachers were assigned to teach
according to their proficiencies. They also received some training on
analysing the curriculum, improving théir teaching process and
employing the 9-step technique in setting up teaching activities.

1.2 The organization of teaching activities included the
allotment of teaching periods in accordance with the prescription of
the curriculum. Teachers had opportunities to consult and plan their
teachings together, Prior to teaching, the teﬁchers analyzed the
objectives and always informed the class of the objectives to be
taught for better understanding and foresee the significance of the
teaching. Teachers acted as initiators who gave their students
opportunities to acquire kmowledge by themselves, discuss, express
their opinions, analyse, ériticize, making use of group procedure and
summparize the lesson. In addition, teachers applied suitable teaching
aids. The evaluation was done according to the prescription of the
curriculum with the head of each academic area checking the quality of
the tests. The academic affairs did all the statistical matters.

1.3 The remedial teaching consisted of schools’ policies,
aims and projects concerning remedial teaching were informed. The
schools also provided remedial teaching for the students who failed.

1.4 The teaching supervision included the planping and
processes of supervision were informed. Besides, schools also
assigned duties, responsibilities appropriatly and conducted teaching

supervision regularly.




1.5 The promotion of teaching was done in the form of
enhancing the students in democratic ways by setting uﬁ the group
activities. The schools also provided sufficient facilities and
libraries. '

2. The general problems of the teaching processes.

2.1 The preparation of the teaching processes in private
schools were made unsatisfactorily effective by the overcrowded
classrooms, the over teaching load and the shortage of curricular
documents and manuals. |

2.2 The organizing of teaching activities were that the
students didn’t have sufficient skills in reading and writing. The
teachers lacked of time, knowledge and skills in preparing and
selecting the teaching aids and teaching methods. There weren’t enough
teaching materials and aids as required by the curriculum and the
evaluat.ion processes were too confusing and time consuming.

2.3 The in remedial teaching were that the students had too
little interested in the remedial teaching. The teachers had no time
and the time spent was too little. Moreover, sources of knowledge in
schools were not enough.

2.4 The teaching supervision in private schools was found to
lack of diverse techniques, and effective tools. Moreover, the feedback
could not be applied to improve teachers’ teaching and certain

teachers still didn’t realize the importance of teaching supervision.




2.5 The promotion of teaching were that private schools
lacked of rooms and laboratories t.o conduct various activities. The
teachers didn’t. have enthusiasm in useing of the services. There

weren’t activities to persuade teachers to use the services and

teachers didn’t have time to conduct supple mentary curricular

activities.
