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Abstract

This research aimed at analysing the government policy and
concept of the educational providers and organizations concerned within
Chiang Mai Municipality area. This study selected 5 centers in Chiang
Mai Municipality area, to study the educational problems and needs of
the elderly, as well as the approach in utilization of community
potentiality in'Chiang Mai Municipality area in providing educational

services for the elderly.

Methods of study were composed of document reviewing and
observation of some selected service management in 5 organizations and
interviewing. The sample were purposively selected from 5 centers
in Chiang Mai Municipality area, resulting in 50 elderly and t4 service
providers who were involved in the service management. The data were

summarized and presented in analysed descriptions as follows:



1.The Government policy in elderly education was still unclear
with no operations guidelines and measures although a long-term project,
called "Long term national project for the elderly for 2525-2544 B.E.",

has been set up.

2.The concept of the educational services for the elderly was
found based on ehtical and natural concerns. The services emphasis
on health care and housing provision. However, the needs to learn new
knowledge and acquire new experiences were found in active. This study
also found that there were some extramural studies and life-long
educational services, arranged for the elderly, in order to imporve

their quality of life.

3.The educational services were arranged for various groups - a
residential group and temporary learning group, depending on the
collective interest and capability of the elderly. Planned activities
were such as lectures, demonstrations, study visits, and self studies.
The major contents provided were physical health, mental health.and

occupational therapy.

4. Problems found in the elderly group were such as health,
economics, environment and family. The elderly educational needs
were as follows: physical excercise, food and nutrition, news, and
current events. They also needs much more educational service centers

established for the elderly, including some study visits.



5. The organizations in Chiang Mai Municipality area, which
ﬁere found with a potentiality to serve the elderly were: temples or
religious centers, colleges, universities, Chiang Mai Cultural Center,
hospitals and shopping centers. The important persons were family
members and the elderly themselves,.who should be ready and able to

provide educational services to the elderly or general people as well.
