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Abstract

The aim of this study was to investigate the conditions,
problems, opinions of teachers and students towards the use of Reduced
Instructional Time (RIT) Programned Texts and students learning
achievement in small primary schools under the Office of Omkoi District
Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province. The population were 12 teachers
and 224 Prathom suksa 2 to 6 students from 5 schools. The data were
collected by the questionnaires and observation and then analyzed by
computing frequencies, percentages, mean and standard deviation. The
results were presented in tables with descriptions as follows :

1. The conditions of using Reduced Instructional Time Programmed
Texts. Most of the schools were located on far away high lands,
using RIT Programmed Texts in the second to the sixth primary classes.

Most of the teachers got Bachelor Degree but they had less experience




in using RIT Programmed Texts. Half of them also took another classes.
The classroons were exhibited with student works and a reference corner.

A few teachers prepared the lesson. The students who were all hilltribes
grouped by mixed ability.

2. The problems of using Reduced Instructional Time Programmed
Texts. Most of the teachers were not trained how to use RIT Programmed
Texts, therefore they did not understand the principle methods of
organizing activities sufficiently and they were less supervised. The
activities were so difficult for students to learn by themselves.
Moreover, the students were hilltribe children who had less skills of
reading Thai language, so that the effectiveness of learning was low.
The content of the texts did not suit the local conditions.

3. Opinions of Teachers and Students. Most of the teachers
agreed that, the content of RIT Programmed Texts was consistent with its
purposes and it was complete according to the Primary School Curriculum.
It encourages students to learn by themselves and to be disciplinarian.
The RIT Programmed Texts were suitable for small schools where there
were not enough teachers and it could reduce the time for teachers but
it should not be used with students in Prathom Suksa 1 because they were
not. able to read yet. Using RIT Programmed Texts, the teachers should
prepare and adjust the content to suit the local coditions. The
teachers needed supervision from the school administrator and the
supervisors. Most of the students liked learning through RIT Programmed
Texts in groups, which were explained by their teachers before . They

also liked doing exercises in texts.



4. Learning Achievement Students learning achievement in the
areas of Thai Basic Skills, Mathematics Basic Skills, Life Experiences
and Extra Area of Learning Experiences were lower than the other schools.
But they were higher than the other schools in the area of Charactor

Development and Work-Oriented Experiences .
