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Abstract

.This research was aimed to investigate teaching and ‘learning
activities of teachers and students working on the work oriented area
in Prathom Suksa 3. The subjects studied included the population of
45 teachers teaching Prathom Suksa 3 work oriented area classes, and
their 257 sample students which its sample size reliability was at
90%. The questionnaire, the observation form, and the interview guide
were used in gathering data which were then statistigallﬁ analyzed by
computing frequencies, percentages, and means.

The major findings were as follows:

Teaching preparation aspect. All teachers prepared their lessons
and made lesson plans by using the curriculum materials prepared by
the Department of Academic Affairs, Ministry of Education. They could

apply their lesson plans at the moderate level.




Classroom organization aspect. Teachers organized their
clagssrooms, arranged bulletin boards, and prepared reading corners by
wsing students’ work products, textbooks and suplementaries.

Conducting teaching aspect. At the introductory step, most
teachers employed conversations and questioning, while at the teaching
step, they prefered real practice to various skill practices according
to the revised curriculum. In teaching and learning, teachers gave
more emﬁhasis on subject contents rather than the studenta’ working
process.’

Use of instructional media aspect. All teachers used
instructional wmedia which most of them were instruments, appliances,
real objects, and materials rather than the knowledgeable type of
media such as charts, worksheets, model; and vedio tapes. |

Measurement and evaluation aspect. Most teachers employ
questioning, checking assignments, and tests. They emphasized on
knowledge and wquing processes rather than students' characteristics
and work products.

Student performance aspect.: Students’ work process: and work
products were at the moderate level, while work-habit aspects were at
the "good" level. Considering all three aspects of characteristics,
they were found at the "good" level. The work process scores of
students were less than those scores obtained from work products and

work-habit characteristics.
