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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to construct the morality tests
and study the level of the morality of parents and secondary school
étudents. The subjects were 600 parents and 600 secondary school
students in the academic year 1994, who were studying in schools
under the General Education Department in Chiang. Mai Province.‘
The subjects were used for the determining the values of discrimination
power of items by simple random sampling and determining the reliability
of the instuments by stratified random sampling. The morality tests
consisted of 4 subtests ;3 responsibility, honesty, kindliness and
orderliness. Each consisted of 20 situations and each situation

composed of 4 choices.

1.1 Theré was face validity of the 8 morality tests for
parents and secondary school students. The face vaiidity was Judged
by experts. '

1.2 The discrimination power of the 8 morality tests were
performed by Chi-square test and also found that all tests were
significantly discriminated at .001, .01 and .05 level. |

1.3 The reliability of the constructed morality tests were
confirmed by the consistancy of two responseslwhich were .8678 to .9483
