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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to compare Thai classical
literature learning achievement levels of upper secondary school
otudents who learned the course with and without the aid of songs
and to compare their attitudes toward the course.

Subjects of this research were Mathayomsuksa 5 students of
Lampang Kenlayeni School who studied Thai classical literature in
the second semester of the 1994 academic year. Two 40-student
. classes with similar mean scores were randomly selected to serve as
experimental and control groups. The researcher ‘taught the
experimental group using songs and the control group without songs.
Both underwent 18 instructional sessions with each lasting 1 hour 40
minutes. Research instruments were lesson plans with and without

songs, achievement and attitude tests. After the experiment the




researcher compared the two groups’ achievement levels and their -

attitudes toward the course using t~test.

. The results were as follows :-—
1. Learning achievement levels of the experimental and
" control groups were found to be different at the .05 level. The
former cbtained higher achievement levels than the latter.
2. Attitudes toward the course of students in the Gwo groups
were also found to differ, again, at the .01 level with mean
attitudinal scores of the experimental group being higher than those

of the control one.
