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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to construct exercises in
remedial teaching of difficult word spelling for Prathom Suksa 3
students who use other language more frequently than Thai and to
compare the student's writing achievement on difficult word .spelling
between pretest and posttest scores. The samples in this research
were 28 Prathom Suksa 3 students in Chiang Dao District school, Chiang

Mai Province. They were the students who wrote the new words in Book

1 of Prathom Suksa 3 correct less than 60% from 697 words.  The
researcher constructed the spelling test, lesson plans, and exercises
of 80 words which selected from the most_mis-spelling words. The

reliability of the test was .92 according to the Kuder Richardson 20

formula.



The reseacher used the exercises for remedial teaching to the sample
group, and pretest and posttest were applied. The collected data were
analyzed by using t-test.

Research findings were as follows :

1. The exercises in remedial teaching of difficult word
spelling were based upon the explicit objectives; starting with easier
words and then wmore difficult;_ coﬁcgrning individual differrence;
explicit explanation; variety form; suitable for times and children’s
interest by using practical process in ordef to imﬁrove word spelling
skill.

2. The student’s spelling achievement of the posttest was

significantly higher than the pretest at the level of .01
