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Abstract

This research was aimed to develop an instructional meodel
designed to‘ combine Mastery Learning with Peer Tutoring Method, to
study students’ learning achievement, willingness to help interest
and the Effect Size of the achievement.

The sample used were 65 Prathom Suksa 1 students of
Satriwachiranukul School, Songkhla Province in the second semester of
1993 academic year. |

The instruments applied in this study included : (1) An Entry
Behavior test (2) Seven lesson plans for the instructional model;
each plan was divided into three periods. (3) Four papers of obéective
test. (4) The summative achievement test for Mastery | Learning
criteria. . The data collected were classified and statistically
analyzed by computing means, standard deviations,rpecentages, t-test,

and the Effect Size (ES) of the learning achievement.



The findings were as follows:

1. The instructional model developed included the following
steps: Diagonosed prerequisite knowledge and provided remedial
teaching if founded inadequate. Pretested according to the
prelearning objectives. Presented the instructional objectives.
Introduced the leasson. Explained main ideas or  concepts.
Distributed learning materialé and clarified their uses. Conducted
- peer tutoring among students. Measured students’ performance.
Diagnosed their faults and corrected them if found. After completing
ﬁhe set objectives,‘cﬁnducted the postest for their knowledge gained;
And evaluted their performances for those who failed to meet the
criteria. Corrected their faults again before contiuning to the next
topic content. After all topics were instructed, the fiﬁal summat ive
test was applied to evaluate the mastery learning results.

2. .The learning achievement of those students who followed the
combined instructional model between peer tutoring and the mastery
learning methods displayed that 84.38 percent'of students passed the
mastery learning criterion .at 80 percent of total scores. | This
experimental group was found statistically higher than the
conventional group at the .001 level of significance.

3. sStudents were likely to be more willing to help and be more
interested in learning than before the.experimenﬁ.

4. The effect size (ES) of learning achievement was 1.48 Signa.
