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Abstract

The DH£DOSQS of the research were 1) to studv the relevancy of
the local curriculum in Mae Hong Son province and the B.E.2533 revised
primary schoo! curriculum ;3 2 to study“the implementation. problems,
limitations, and suggestions of the local curriculum ; 3) to studf in
Life Experiences Aréa achievement of Prathom Suksa 2 students. The
samples consisted of 11 district/province supervisors.- 118 teachers
and 330 students. The checklist. questionnaire, interview form. and
form to record the achievement scores were used to collect the data.
The collected data were analyzed by {reguency. vercentage and
description. The findings were as follow:

1. The evaluators asreed that the local curriculum in Mae Hong
Son province was relevant with £he B.E.253% revised oprimary school
curriculun in objectives. contents and instructional activities except
"The lmportant Custom” topic was viewed that it was not relevant.

2.1 The local curriculum implementation
The instructional activities which teachers used.
were student-~centered oriented and suggésted the students to practice
several activities emphasized learning process and morality. The
highest {ive activities which be .used by the tgachers were 3
qonclusion. discussion, question, dialogue and reporting. The five
lowest. activities were : determination, analysis, planning,
demonstration and resulation. In addition, some of activities that
shown in the lesson plans could not be done by the students because of
therdifficulty in usine Thai language as a mwean of communication.
2.2 Problems and limitations of local curriculum.
(1) Problems and limitations of local curriculum
implementation.

It was found that the studenté and-teachers lacked
of curriculum materials which were the supplementary readings and
‘comp]ementary' contents. Teachers.could.not'sing_the‘ songs in the
lesson plans. Contents and activities of Work-coriented Experiences
Area and Character Development Area were not clear.

(2) Problems and limitations of 1local curriculum

development.. .

The committees lacked of knowledge and understanding
in local curriculum objectives, lacked of time for local curriculum
development because of routine work. The committees were not selected
from representative of all related careers.

The reasons of the developed lesson plans were not
tried out were lacking of time and indetermined in local curriculum
development plan. This led to many defiCienﬁs found in lesson plans

and disconfidence of the teachers.




The lesson plans were not evaluated after
implementation because the committees lacked of understanding in
cﬁrriculum development processes, lacked of evaluation specialist and
according to the change of the administrators which caused the
discontinuing policies. The results were the deficiencies of lesson
plans which made teachers felt disconfidence and unwilling to
implement the lesson plans.

2,2 Suggestions.

(1) Suggestions of the local curriculum implementation
were providing the sufficient number of curriculum materials such as-
studénts: supplementary readings, teachersf complementary contents,
samples of excercises, tests, and cassette tapes. Contents and
activities in the area of Character Dévelopment and Work-oriented
Experiences should be increased.

(2) Suggestions of the local curriculum development
were adding knowledge and understanding about local curriculum
development to the commitﬁees and following steps of the local
curriculum development processes. The comnittees should be selected
from the représéntétives of teachers, supervisors, édministrators,
parents and curriculum specialists. The lesson plans should be tried
out, before implemented. The head office of Mea Hong Son Provinecial
.Primérx Education should set up the local curriculum committees
development for evaluating program.
