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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to study the state and
problems of the Fducation Program for Gifted and Talented Students at
the upper secondary school level, Education Region 8. The informants
were personnel dealing with gifted and talented program in 9 schools.
They were academic administrators, department heads, teachers and
students. The data collection was done by constructed interview form
for academic administrators, check-list and open ended questionnaires
for deparément heads, teachers and students. The data were analyzed
by computing frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and
descriptive analysis. The results of this research study were as
follows :

1. The state of the Education Program for Gifted and Talented
Students



In term of planning, every school prepared all related
factors such as personnel, students, materials, buildings and special
rooms. The committee was assigned to inform about objectives and policy
of gifted and talented program to teachers, students and parents. The
Department of General Education’s policy was used as criteria for
student. selection.

Curriculum was specially developed for this program only.
Some teaching and learning activities were adjusted, duplicate details
were cut off and integration was used to finish in 2 years. Teaching
plans and lesson plans were conducted separately from regular practice
and also production of instructional materials were promoted. Teacher
development was conducted for this program through clinical supervision
and study tour. Most of teachers were assigned by department heads to
teach according to their specialization.

As for the evaluation of working system in +this progran,
there were follow-ups and summative evaluation by reporting to
Supervision Unit of Education Region 8.

2. The problems of the Education Program for Gifted and Talented
Students.

Most of problems were léck of the readiness of personnel,
students, materials and public relation, lack of intensive training
for teachefs in teaching outstanding students, inadequate teachers and
unwillingness of teachers to increase work load and lack of clear
guidelines and proper instruments for evaluation.

However, instructicnal development and improvement in this

program should be done for outstanding students that was their opinions.
