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Abstract

The purposes of this reseach were to study teachers knowledge,
opinions and behaviors conceming the provision of democratic activities in
primary schools and to study the relationship between the knowledge, the
opinions, and the behaviors of teachers conceming the provision of democratic
activities in primary schools.

The 242 samples were teachers in schools under the Office of Phrae
Provincial Primary Education, in the academic year 1992. These were 121
principals and 121 teachers who were responsible for the democratic activities
project of the schools, |

The tesearch tools were the test of knowledge of democratic activities
in primary schools, the questionairs about opinions of democratic activities,
and the teachers behavior survey.

The data were analyzed through the application of the mean, standard

deviation, percentage, and Pearson s correlation.




The findings of the research were as follows:

1. The percentage of teachers’ knowledge conceming the provision of
democratic activities in schools under the office of Phrae Provincial Primary
Education was at the good level, of 70,73 percentage.,

2. The average of teachers’ opinions conceming the provision of
democratic activities in primary schools was 3.36, at the satisfied level,

3. The average of teachers behaviors concerning the democratic
activities in primary schools was 3.15, at the satisfied level.,

4. The relationship between the knowledge, the opinions, and the
behaviors conceming teachers’ provision of democratic activities in primary
schools were : A

4.1 The correlation between the knowledge and the opinions
was 0.1717, at the least level, and had been statistically significance at .01
level.

4.2 The correlation between the knowledge and the behaviors
was 0.0680, at the least level, and negative.

4.3 The correlation between the opinions and the behaviors
was 03665, at the middle level, and had been statistically significance at

.01 level
