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Abstract

This study was aimed at constructing an instructicnal package
for teaching reading and writing Lanna scripte (letters) at a primary
level. The package was expected to help solve instructiormal problems
related to such teaching. The construction relied on Chulalongkorn
University Plan for Multi-Media Instructional Package Production Plan
or "CHULA PLAN". In the process the author designed and developed the
package with emphasis on reading and writing Lanna scripts. At the
same time, a teacher manual relevant, instructional media, reading-
writing drill lessons and a post-lesson test were also developed.

The study population comprised 30 Prathom Suksa 5-6 students of
Ban Lao School, Phrao District of Chiang Mai Province. The research
instrument was a Lanna Reading and Writing Instructional Package
comprising 12 3-period (60 minutes) lesson plans. Each plan comprised

concepts, behavioral activities (i.e., introduction to the lesson,




lesson contents presentation and lesson summarization), instructional
media/materials, evaluation and a post—lesson test.
The constructed package tested 87.86/01.00 effective, higher

than the 80/80 set criterion.
