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Abstract

This study was intended to examine academic affairs
administration issues in Department of General Education secondary
schools in Lampargs Province. Study sample comprised 358 administrators
and teachers of the 5 schools inm the province. A self-constructed
check-list questiomnaire was used to collect needed data. Completed
questionmaires were obtained in full 100 percent.

Findings were as follows :

Respondents in surveyed schools gave priority to surveying low-
achievement students’learning results. On the contrary, they did not
attach or did attach little importance to providing them with remedial
instruction and did not give attention to compensatory instruction in
place of lost periods caused by special holidays. As regards the area

of teaching strategies it was discovered that schools seriously



encouraged their teachers to produce instructional plans. However,
they did not give importance to organizing workshops in support of such
desired production. In addition, they attached no or little importance
to collegial supervision.

Concerning the area of subject content units’ cooperation it was
found that inter-subject content units’ coordination/cooperation was
very low especially in such matters as curricular and curriculum
development acitivities. And in the area of student learning progress
assessment it was found that schools gave highest priority or paid
most attention +to checking student lessons and testing individual
learning objecties. However, schools did not allow parents
opportunities to participate in student learning progress assessment.

As regards the area of learning environment creation it was
found that schools paid most attention to systematically organizing
libraries and providing televisions at appropriate sites. Furthermore,
they promoted the etablishment of wvarious academic clubs within the
' schqols. However, schools did wvery little as far as bringing in
external resource persons and according students opportunities to view
academic exhibitions organized both within and outside schools. Lastly,
as regards the last studied area, provision of instructional media and
innovations. It was found that schools attached a high degree of
importance to equipping every subject content unit with sufficient
instructional materials/media and modern technologies. However, they

did not pay much attention to the issue whether teaschers actually used



those materials/media and technologies. In addition, the use of
available materials/media and technologies was either not or little

evaluated.
