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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to find out how the secondary schools usage of
microcomputers in Educational Region 4. Populations consisted of 360 personnels from 72
secondary schools. Questionnaires were constructed as gathering data tools. Data were
treated using mean and percent. Results indicated that: (1) There were 93 percent of
secondary schools microcomputer usage especially in teaching and learning. Most printers
were Dotl-Matrix. There were small use of accessories. (2) 'Mostly DOS program were CW
and Microsoft Word for Windows. There were 26 percent of CAl used Authorware program.
There were 6 percent used CMI program. (3} The.re were 61 percent of 4 microcomputer
personnels in each schools which were satisfied by the administrators at medium range.
There were rather high needs in program developing doccument and database using.

(4) There were rather high usage of microcomputers for doccument in every division. There
were 47 percent microcomputer laboratory for lower secondary schools and 66 percent for
upper secondary schools. There were medium range usage microcomputer laboratory for

program advisment and trainning for personnels. (5) Problems were classified as following:



There were lacked of Thai software handbooks, hardware knowlage for local area network
utilization, budget for pershasing and developing microcomputers and also lacked of

experees for maintainance.
