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- Abstract

The study aimed at investigating the questioning behaviors of teachers in teaching
Prathom Suksa 6 Life Experiences Area. Types of questions, question characteristics,
teachers questioning techniques were investigated. Comparisons were also made between
the performance, regarding types of questions, question characteristics, teachers questioning
techniques, of those who were outstanding teachers and ordinary ones.

The sample was eighteen teachers who had taught in Prathom Suksa 8 Life
Experiences Area, Fang District Office of Primary Education, Chiang Mai Province, in the
second semester, 1996. Those were outstanding and ordinary teachers. Tools implemented
consisted of an observation sheet and a tape recorder used in recording the questions used
in class by the teachers. The researcher collected the data by herself with 26 sessions of
observation. Each teacher was observed twice, each observatory period lasted 60 minutes.
The data collected were analyzed, by using percentage, and presented in the form of
descriptive analysis and group comparison.

The results showed that:

1. The types of questions used were ranged from the most to the least as
followed: knowledge questions, comprehension questions, application questions, analysis

questions, synthesis questions, and evaluation questions. The question characteristics



which most frequently used was the questions that urged the students to think while least
frequently used was right-to-the-point question. As for questioning technique, the
technique of repeating students answers was most frequently used while technique of
asking questions to individual student was least frequently used.

2. As for comparison made on the types of questions, question characteristics and
teacher s questioning techniques, between the owutstanding and ordinary teachers, were found
differences. The outstanding teachers concentrated more on knowledge questions as well as
synthesis questions than the ordinary teachers did. The ordinary teachers concentrated
more on comprehension question than the outstanding teachers did.

As for the question characteristics, both narrow and broad questions which urged
the students to formulate concept and generalization, were more frequently used by the
outstanding teachers, while the question characteristics regarding complete statements wé;e
more frequently used by the ordinary teachers.

Questioning techniques more frequently used by the outstanding teachers were
calling the student's name and then asking the question, and asking the whole class to give

answers while asking questions for answers from groups and teachers repeating questions

were more frequently used by the ordinary teachers.
