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Abstract

The purpose of this rescarch was 1o comparc the writing achievernent of Prathom
Suksa 6 students leamning 1o write composition through concept mapping with those leamning
16 write composition through traditional approach. |

The subjects of this study were 29 Prathom Suksa 6 students from Ban Mae
Pukha Schoo! and 13 students from Ban Pong Pa Eaung School. They were equally divided
into two groups : experimental group and controlled group, basing on their final examination
scores of the second semster of the academic year 1997. The experimental group was taught
through concept mapping, and the controfled group was taught through traditional approach
for ten times, sixty minutes each. A writing achicvement test was administered to both
groups before and after the lesson. The mean scores of both groups were compared by
using t-test.

The results were as Follows: _

1.The students leaming to write composition through concept mapping had
significantly different achievement from those leaming to write composition through
traditional approach at the level of .05. Namely, the experimental group gained higher
achievernent in writing than the controlled group.



2. The students learming to write composition through concept mapping had the

development of scores higher than those learning through traditional approach at the

level of .01
