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Ahstract

This study surveyed private kindergartens’ teachers’ competencies and their
development needs. In the process, the competencies survey test and rating-scale
questionnaire were administered on 106 teachers of 6 private kindergartens in Muang
Chiang Mai District. Collected data were then analyzed using percentage, average and
standard deviation.

Findings were as follows :

Teaéhers were found to posseés a moderate degree of knowledge and
understanding regarding subject contents and the teaching profession.

As far as their development needs were concerned, teachers were found to be in
great need of every aspect of what they were expected to know and be able to do. In
particular, needs for child-care, evaluation and child development promotion knowledge and

competencies featured most prominently.
