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Abstract

The aim of this independent study was to examine the state of
school  lunch project implementation in private schools in Chiang Rai
province. The sample consited of 23 school administrators, 23
authorized teachers and 115 students in school lunch project. The
rating—scale, multiple—choices and open-ended questionnaires were used
to collect the data. The collected data were analyzed through the
application of frequency, percentage, mean and standard deviation.

Findings were as follows:

The school lunch project was regularly implemented. As regards
implementation of project finance was rated at a high level. All
schools  set-up the ad-hoc comittes for project monitoring. The
canteens and cooking areas were appropriately provided. The nutritious
lunch was served every school day. And this project was supervised
and evaluated by the teachers and admini_‘str‘a‘tors. As regards the
total operation, the project budgeting which was allocated by the

Ministry of Education was a single problem.
