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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to éss_ess lesson planning , instructing,
evaluation, problems and needs for Mathematics curriculum implemenfation in education
opportunity expansion schools , Muang Pan District , Lampang Province. The population were
12 Mathematics teachers in educaﬁon opportunity expansion schools , Muang Pan District ,
Lampang Province in the first semester of academic year of 1998. 21 Lesson plans were
examined and 21 classrooms were observed. The teachers were interviewed. Data were then
analyzed by confent classification and description. The findings could be summarized as
follows :

Teachers planned the lessons themselves by using the School Cluster learning
objectives. The lesson plans consisted of learning objectives, activities, teaching aids and
evaluation.

Teachers selected the contents by using learning objectives and designed learning
activiies based on child - centered and process skills. Media were tasks , handouts ,
workcards. The exercises, tests, behavior evaluation form were used as evaluation tools.
The passing - point criterion was 50 percent.

In practice, teachers introduced lessons by asking questions or solving word
probiems relating to prior knowledge on the blackboard, explained new knowledge and

gave the reasons with ‘examples. Then students summarized the lessons by themselves and



applied the kmowledge in solving the new problems. The teachers asked recall questions.
The media which teachers used most were blackboards , textbooks , tasks and handouts.

Teachers * purposes in evaluating were to know the student achievement and
improving the leaming activities, They used both pretest and posttest.

Some teachers ’ problems were: too much .teaching loads and extra work ,
lack of understanding in child - centered learning acfivities , lack of skills in encouraging
questions , lack of teaching techniques as well as techniques and skills in using teaching
aids. So teachers needed seminars and meetings to learn how to implement curriculum and

needed documents to increase their own knowledge.
