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Abstract

The objective of this study was to compare between Mathayom Suksa 3
boys and girls’ Self-Concept, at Thoengwittayakom School, Chiang Rai Province
during the academic year of 1998. The data were collected by means of
Self - Concept guestionnaires which consisted of seven factors ;

The Behavior factor, The Intellectual and Status factor, The Physical appearance and
Attributes factor, The Anxiety factor, The Popularity factor, The Happiness and
Satisfaction factor, and The Total number of the Scailes. The t - test was used to
analyze the data in this study. The results of this study were as follows ;

1. The boys and the girls have the paositive Self — Concept.

2. The boys and the girls were different in the factor of the behavior
and the popularity without statistical significance.

3. The boys and the girls were different in the factor of the intellectual
and status, the anxiety, the popularity, the happiness and satisfaction and

the number of the scales with statistical significance at .05 level.
