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Abstract

This étndy examined the cﬁ.r‘rent state of library administration
of schools attached to the Office of Khuntan District Primary Education,
Chiang Rai Province. It also sought to identify problems such work
encountered as well as elicit recommendations likely to be useful for
its improvement. Altogether, 32 school administrators and teachers
serving as school librarians comprised key informants for the study.
Data collecting instruments were an observation and structured
interview forms. Subsequently, collected data were analyzed using
frequency and percentage.

Findings were as follows:

As regards personrel administration most administrators and
teacher:s—cmn—l ibrarians were found to have considerably lacked proper
library adminisﬁration knowledge and understanding. The llatter' had

little time for library work.



Most school libraries were not in good shepe and lacked modern,
necessary ard up-to-date equipment and materials. They also lacked
books, necessary printed matters and other documents.

Operational budget was insufficient and there was no financial
support f‘r-om external sources.

Most schools did not produce either semester-based or annual
reports on their library operations.

It was also found that most schools had not appointed school
library committees. In this regard it was recommended that they be
formed chaired by school -administrators themselves. The problem that
teachers—cum-librarians had no knowledge about and background training
on library work should be solved by providing schools with teachers-
cum-librarians with library science background and minimizing their
teaching load or other school-related responsibilities. Furthermore,
it was recommended that libraries be situated in prbper quarters or
separate buildings which are easily and conveniently accessable. To
tackle the pfoblem of insufficient budget it was recomrended that
measures and projects be formulated in order to seek financial support
from external sources and thet obtained budget be allocated for
procuring modern and up-to-date technologies to use in rumning
libraries. Finally, as far as the public relations, recording and
reporting problems were concerned, it was | recommended that both
semester-based and annual library-related reports be regularly prepared
and that matters related to library services be more and more often
publicized.
